Dear Friends, 

 

¯All good gifts around us are sent from heaven above; 

then thank the Lord, O thank the Lord, for all his love.® 
 

How many times have we sung those words and remembered with 

thankfulness God®s generous provision for our physical needs? How many 

times have we sung them and wondered why it is that not everyone®s 

needs are met in the same way? Does God love us more than he loves 

others? Are we somehow more deserving than those who are starving? 

The answer to that must surely be ­No®. So why have we ended up with a 

world where we have more than enough food and others go hungry? 
 

Before the days of the mass media, which gives us instant access to 

whatever is happening on the other side of the world, it was much easier 

to celebrate Harvest Festival without a thought for those who were 

outside our own community. Our surplus produce may have been shared 

out among the elderly and the deserving poor as a sign of God®s 

generosity to us all, but few felt any need to ask awkward questions about 

whether we were living responsibly. 
 

But it®s not easy to live in isolation any more. As we celebrate Harvest, we 

are confronted (when the news is not filled with stories of Libya and other 

more politically charged situations) by the reality of failed harvests and 

famine and disease in Somalia, Ethiopia and parts of Kenya; and of floods 

that are displacing people from their homes and destroying their 

livelihood in Pakistan. For it seems that climate shows neither compassion 

nor fairness to those who already live on the edge of poverty. So how can 

we respond to that knowledge that all are not equal when it comes to 

harvest time? 
 

As a parish, our Harvest giving focuses on the work of Winter Watch, a 

local charity that works with those who are homeless in our own town. 

Providing them with the practical tools that they need to work with those 

who struggle to exist at the margins of our society is part of our response 

to Jesus® call to love our neighbour.  
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And because Winter Watch is part of a much larger organisation 

(www.urbanoutreach.co.uk ) we can discover even more ways to share 

our wealth of resources, not just financial but also our time and energy 

and practical skills, and begin to make a difference to those in our own 

community who would otherwise struggle to thrive and survive.  
 

Further afield, part of our individual charitable giving (see the final 

paragraph of the Vicar®s Gift Day letter reproduced elsewhere in the 

magazine) can begin to address some of the global needs referred to 

above. Christian agencies like Christian Aid ( www.christianaid.org.uk 

or 020 7523 2225) and Tear Fund ( www.tearfund.org or 0845 355 

8355) can help us channel financial support to those communities in 

greatest need, as can the national Disasters Emergency Committee ( 

www.dec.org.uk or 0207 387 0200). 
 

Individually, it may feel like there is little or nothing that we can do in 

response to such overwhelming need. But if we choose to do nothing, 

then we are actually adding to the problem. The reality is that as we 

each make our own contribution, however small, the cumulative effect 

grows and we can begin to make a difference even in the most 

desperate of situations. And by our response we, as followers of Christ, 

will be demonstrating God®s love for his world and for all its people. It 

is the least we can do.

                                              Gift Day 2011 

The text of the Vicar®s September 2011 letter to those on the Electoral Roll: 

I am writing to invite you to join us at Bolton Parish Church for our Harvest 

Festival and Gift Day on Sunday 2 October 2011. I am also writing to you now with 

a request for your financial support, as well as in the hope that you may be able to 

join us at our Harvest Festival service at 10.30 on that day and the Bring and Share 

Lunch which will follow it.  

To those of you who gave last year and in previous years, I would like to say a 

heartfelt thank you on behalf of the Parochial Church Council. I am writing to you 

once again because the need for a Gift Day remains pressing.  

Bolton Parish Church is a beautiful church and one of the few truly outstanding 

buildings that we have in our town. Needless to say it is not an easy or simple 

matter to raise the money to keep it in excellent order so that it remains available 

for the whole town and borough of Bolton.  

Each year we seek to maximise our income over and above regular congregational 

giving from renting out our church hall and from the sale of car park spaces. In 

the current economic situation, it has taken a great deal of work simply to stand 

still and our likely budget situation for 2012 looks as challenging as ever.  

In discussion with our treasurer we have set the target this year®s Gift Day at ½7,500.  

We realise that many of you will reassess your regular giving on a regular basis, 

but we still need to raise money on the gift day for our ordinary running expenses 

which are currently running at well over £100,000 per annum.  Without the Gift 

Day our books simply would not balance. 

If you are able to be with us on the day itself then please put your gift in an 

envelope marked Gift Day and put it on the collection plate.  If you cannot be with 

us, then please put your gift on the plate at any time just before or just after the 

gift day itself.  

We normally raise a considerable sum by reclaiming tax.  If you are a taxpayer we 

do urge you to fill in a gift aid form which enables us to do this, every penny 

counts. Our treasurer will treat all gifts in the strictest confidence.  

As you know all members of the Church of England are asked to set aside 10% of 

their income for charitable (5%) and church giving (5%).  For many of us this is 

quite a challenge especially in these challenging times, but faith is all about 

challenge and our generous response in the face of challenge is at the heart of 

faith.

                                    Fenelon®s Formula for Prayer 

Francois Fenelon, a 17th-century Frenchman, offered the following insights into 

prayer, which provide a tried and true formula worth following.  

¯Tell God all that is in your heart, as one unloads one®s heart, its pleasure and its 

pains, to a dear friend.  Tell him your troubles that he may comfort you; tell him 

your longings that he may purify them; tell him your dislikes that he may help 

you conquer them; tell him your temptations that he may shield you from them; 

show him the wounds of your soul that he may heal them; lay bare your 

indifference to good, your depraved taste for evil, your instability.   

¯Tell him how self-love makes you unjust to others, how vanity tempts you to be 

insincere, how pride hides you from yourself and from others.  If you thus pour 

out all your weaknesses, needs and troubles, there will be no lack of what to say.  

You will never exhaust the subject, for it is continually being renewed.   

¯People who have no secrets from each other never want for subjects of 

conversation.  They do not weigh their words, for there is nothing to be held back.  

Neither do they seek for something to say.  They talk out of the abundance of 

their heart.   Without consideration, they simply say just what they think.  When 

they ask, they ask in faith, confident that they will be heard.   Blessed are those 

who attain such familiar, unreserved communication with God.°

                                           Why do the clocks go back?  

It all started in 1907, when a man called William Willett wrote a pamphlet 

suggesting that the health of the nation could be improved if, over four successive 

Sundays in April and September, the clocks were put forward and back 

respectively. Longer daylight hours would mean more sunshine, and more 

sunshine would generate more well-being. He himself had adapted the idea from a 

satirical letter written by Benjamin Franklin in a French magazine in 1784. These 

ideas would have come to nothing had it not been for the First World War. In 1916, 

wartime economies meant that having the lights on for a minimal period would 

conserve energy and so Daylight Saving Time was introduced.  

After the war, most countries which had introduced Daylight Saving Time 

abandoned it, although some US states adopted earlier working hours to see if the 

same effect could be achieved. Only the UK stayed with it, despite some opposition 

from farmers.  

Most countries have subsequently reintroduced some measure of Daylight Saving 

Time, giving those extra hours of daylight. The UK made an additional change 

during the Second World War, keeping British Summer Time all year round, and 

during the summers adding an additional hour on top ² so the clocks were two 

hours ahead of Greenwich Mean Time. This ended in 1945, although it was tried 

again during 1947. Between 1968 and 1971 there was a further experiment to 

retain British Summer Time throughout the year, but this did not favour farmers 

and people living in Scotland and Northern Ireland, and the experiment was 

abandoned. 

 

Since 1981, European countries have all put 

their clocks forward on the same Sunday in 

March, although it was not until 1996 that 

the end date was standardised to the fourth 

Sunday in October, and a further 1998 

amendment to European law changed the 

date to the last Sunday in October. In 2013, 

for example, BST ends on 31 March (24th 

would not be the last Sunday). 

On Saturday 24 October, we enjoy the luxury of an extra hour 

in bed as the clocks go back and we return to Greenwich 

Mean Time. It will get darker earlier in the day, although it 

will be lighter in the mornings.

                   Lighting the way to a future of plenty  

Selina and Asha are two 

extraordinary young women 

who are being supported by 

Christian Aid®s partner 

Shushilan in finding new and 

exciting ways to grow food in a 

land affected by salination.  

In 2009, Cyclone Aila swept across Satkira District on the southwest coast 

of Bangladesh, where Selina and Asha both live. Asha®s house was 

damaged and Selina®s land was covered by salty sea water. 
 

Combined with the longer -term effects of climate change, Cyclone Aila 

was too much for those whose homes were destroyed and whose lands 

were submerged in the storm. Many families were forced to leave their 

villages, becoming ­floating people® without roots and, in many cases, 

without a means of earning a living.  
 

Selina has decided that she will work to ensure her family will not be 

forced to leave their home and their land. ¯I will always stay here and 

adapt to changes. This is my own land; this is my locality. I don®t want to 

move from my home.° 
 

So, with Shushilan®s help, Selina is now growing saline-resistant rice 

seeds in her small plot of land. 
 

¯I used to grow traditional rice, but the seeds don®t grow here now 

because the water is salty. I am cultivating saline-resistant seeds which 

are adapted to grow in this environment.°  
 

Crops which can grow in salty earth and water are a source of hope to 

people whose land is now permanently affected by sea water. 
 

Selina is not just concerned with her own family®s future ² she is working 

to ensure her whole community will be able to withstand the impact of 

another cyclone. She is part of her village committee, which works in 

practical ways to prevent future disasters from destroying lives and 

livelihoods. 
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¯We have begun to develop early warning systems. We have also rebuilt the 

embankments that were destroyed, so that communities are not cut off. We 

have also improved channels of communication.° 

Selina faced many obstacles when she took on a leadership role in her 

community, but she has now convinced everyone of the importance of her 

work ² and of her worth as a leader. 
 

Like Selina, Asha discovered that she could no longer grow traditional crops 

on her land after Cyclone Aila hit her village. Rather than leaving her home 

to try to earn a living elsewhere, Asha received training from Shushilan in 

rearing crabs for sale at the local market. 

 

 

 

 

¯Before and just after Aila, life was really difficult. We used to struggle. Now 

we are involved in this project we can earn more. I can buy schoolbooks for 

my children, proper food and clothes for the family.°

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                        Will Aid: - make a will, make a difference

for a voluntary donation to Will Aid. The suggested donation is £85 for a single 

will, £125 for mirror wills or £40 for a codicil or change to a previous will. Will 

Aid has also teamed up with Certainty , the National Will Register, to offer Will 

Aid clients the opportunity to register the location of their will free of charge 

(usual cost is £30). When a will is needed, the register enables loved ones to 

quickly and easily locate it. 
 

Last November was Will Aid®s most successful campaign ever, with around ½1.5 

million being raised in just a few short weeks by Will Aid solicitors all over the 

UK. They helped more than 19,000 people make or update their Wills. 
 

The money raised from donations is shared between the participating charities 

and is put to use helping people to live, build their communities and improve 

their future in the UK and around the world. However, the Will Aid charities 

are not the only charities to benefit from Will Aid.

Sadhu Sundar Singh, a Hindu convert to Christianity, became a missionary to his 

people in India. Late one afternoon Sadhu was travelling on foot through the 

Himalayas with a Buddhist monk. It was bitterly cold and the wind felt like sharp 

blades slicing into their skins. Night was fast approaching when the monk warned 

Sadhu that they were in danger of freezing to death if they did not reach the 

monastery before darkness fell.  

Suddenly, on a narrow path above a steep precipice, they heard a cry for help. At 

the foot of the cliff lay a man, fallen and badly hurt. The monk looked at Sadhu 

and said, "Do not stop. God has brought this man to his fate. He must work it out 

for himself. Let us hurry on before we, too, perish."  But Sadhu replied, "God has 

sent me here to help my brother. I cannot abandon him."  

The monk continued trudging off through the whirling snow, while the 

missionary clambered down the steep embankment. The injured man's leg was 

broken and he could not walk, so Sadhu made a sling with his blanket and tied 

the man on his back. With great difficulty he climbed back up the cliff,.  

Doggedly, Sadhu made his way through the deepening snow and darkness. It was 

all he could do to follow the path. But he persevered, though faint with fatigue. 

Finally, he saw ahead the lights of the monastery. Then, for the first time, Sadhu 

stumbled and nearly fell. ² but not from weakness. He had stumbled over an 

object lying in the snow -covered road. Slowly he bent down on one knee and 

brushed the snow from the object. It was the body of the monk, frozen to death.  

Years later a disciple of Sadhu's asked him, "What is life's most difficult task?"  

Without hesitation Sadhu replied: "To have no burden to carry."
